This course help college students to pursue
lofty ideals and firm noble faith, inherited the tradition of patriotism and national spirit and to
establish a correct outlook on life and values , taking a correct outlook on life, values , ethics and
the legal concept of education as main line and from the issues which college students are facing
and the actual concern . This course comprehensively improve the ideological and ethical
standards and legal quality and lay a solid ideological and moral and legal basis for the
comprehensive development of physically, qualified builders and reliable successors of the

socialist career .
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The Conspectus of Marxism Basic Principles is one of the four ideological and political
required courses that confirmed in views on further strengthening and improving the college
ideological and political theory courses and its implementation plan which released by the
Propaganda Department of the Central Committee and Ministry of Education in 2005. This course
embodies the theoretical character of Marxism: keep pace with times and to better adapt to the
requirements of the times. The course puts three components including Marxist philosophy,
political economy and scientific socialism as an organic whole to teach. This way could help
college students learn the conspectus of Marxism basic principles from the inherent organic
relationship among them and therefore they can grasp the stand, viewpoint and method of
Marxism. Marxism basic principles education to the college students is one of the essential
features and fundamental tasks of Chinese socialist universities.  Establishing a scientific world
outlook and methodology of the proletariat, and adhere to the Marxism stand, viewpoint and
method is the necessarily requirement to cultivate socialist builder and successors as well as the
guide to action of establishing socialism with Chinese characteristics. This course aims to
propaganda Marxism Basic Principles, to help students foster a common ideal for socialism with
Chinese characteristics and Communist lofty ideal, to promote patriotism, collectivism and
socialism, to develop a scientific world view, life view and value view and to make students’
fundamental interests keeping consistent with the Party and the people, to serve better for great

rejuvenation of the Chinese nation and a strength and prosperity country.
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The objective of this course is to help today’s undergraduate students to understand why the
history and the people have chosen the Marxism, the Communist Party of China and the socialist
road, as well as to establish a correct outlook on life, history and value. There are 2 credits and 32
class hours which consist of 22 hours in-class study and 10 hours practices.

This course mainly instructs the history of protecting against the external aggression,
pursuing the national independence, overthrowing the reactionary ruling, and realizing the
people’s liberation in China. This course will be taught through eight thematic lectures which
include the invasion of the western powers to China’s modern society, the seeking of national
future in modern China, the establishment of the Communist Party of China and the progress of
the national revolution, the exploration of the new road of the Chinese revolution, the nation’s
anti-Japanese War, the Birth of the People’s Republic of China, the establishment of the socialist

system and the exploration of the China’s socialist construction road.
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This curriculum, taking sinicization of Marxism as the masterstroke, the China Marxism as
the subject, and the construction of Chinese characteristic socialism as the priority, expatiates on
the historical process that CPC has been combining the fundamental principles of Marxism with
Chinese reality ; fully reflects the two major theoretical achievements of the sinicization of
Marxism------ Mao Ze Dong Thought and the Theoretical System of Chinese Characteristic
Socialism. It will enable students to systematically master the basic principles and the main
content of Mao Ze Dong Thought and the Theoretical System of Chinese Characteristic
Socialism; understand basic issues in building Chinese characteristic socialism and the "Five in

one"

overall layout of Chinese characteristic socialism which has integrated economic
construction, political construction, cultural construction, social construction and ecological

Teaching goals : By summarizing the experience of moral education and the growth law of
talents, the educator want to combine the theory and case to help students to solve practical
problems in their life. and Also, this will aid students correctly treat the successes and setbacks,
happiness and misery, life and death, give and take and so on, abandon mammon’s, hedonism and
egoism and other wrong pursuits of life, cultivate the positive attitude to life, and maintain vigor

and vitality, high and noble spirit.
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Religion is an oldest and everlasting topic. It prevails in every aspect of human’s life and
influences the moral concepts, value criterion and life style. Understanding of religions and having
scientific concepts of religion will attribute greatly to help undergraduates to establish their
scientific outlook and worldviews. Also ,Religions are the most complex cultural phenomena,
Studies of religions could help undergraduates to learn more from the cultural tradition of the
worldwide religions and set up their own frame of humanistic quality.

This course will be guided by the Marxist views of religion which would be the basement for
undergraduates to learn the influence and nature of religions, as well as the values in historical
culture and the application of modern society. This course is centered by founders, basic classics,
core teachings according with the historical and cultural clues, introducing the following religions:
Judaism, Christianity, Islam, Indian Buddhism and Chinese Buddhism, in which Judaism,
Christianity and Chinese Buddhism would be the key important part because they are the most
influential religions to the worldwide and Chinese history.

Judaism is one of the oldest religions in the world from which later some influential
monotheism, Christianity, Islam and Baha’i came out. Judaism has a long and great tradition of
education which nurture a large number of scientists, philosophers, politicians, enterprises and
artists. Exploring the relationship between Judaism and education as well as sciences would
greatly attribute to the understanding the relationship humanistic spirits and scientific spirits.
Christianity is main stream thought of western culture with the representative of America. Studies
of Christianity would understand much better about western culture, politics, also the thinking and
conducting method of western people. Studies of Christianity could help the students to think
deeply about the different characteristics and reality of china and west, then establish the scientific
methodology of “China fundamental and western application”. Buddhism came to China since
Han dynasty and became one the Three Teachings in Chinese history. Studies of Buddhist basic
doctrine and its influence in Chinese culture would be a necessary way to understand profoundly

Chinese culture. Furthermore, the understanding of “Reasonable Belief” and the values of Making
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a difference and harmony between The Three Teachings, which is advocated by Chinese

intellectual scholars, would be the important way and practical principle to apply Marxist views of

religion and scientific understanding Buddhism and other Chinese religions.
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This course, The Wisdom of Philosophy, based mostly on the three classics, The Book of

Changes, The Laotze and The Zhuangtze, as well as on The Great Learning and The Zhongyung,
will guide students, mainly in Chinese philosophical history and Chinese intellectual history, to
learn the spirit and the main pursuit of Chinese philosophy The Book of Changes is one of the
three worldwide classics. The Laotze is called the king of Chinese classics. The Zhuangtze is
named for the first most talented book. These three classics, together called the Three Mysteries,
establish the root of Chinese classics and Chinese culture and make the root classics of china.
These basic classics are the study base for Chinese people and scholars, which contains the root of
the Great Learning, things being investigated, knowledge being complete, thoughts being sincere,
hearts being rectified, persons being cultiviated, families being regulated, the states were being
rightly governed and then the whole empire will be made tranquil and happy.

The basic task of this course is to set up a nexus between student and Chinese philosophical

text, and the profound scholars, guided by the main classics which will be the best part for
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students to be settled down on the real spirit of Chinese traditional culture.
The main purpose this course is to introduce the excellent part of Chinese culture to student,
to help them to establish the main humanities quality frame, to cultivate their core values, to

broaden their outlook, to purify their hearts and to enhance their spiritual realm.
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Aesthetics is integrated humanities researching aesthetic phenomenon and aesthetic activity .
it's a basic course of aesthetic education. Aesthetic activity is one of the basic human existence and
life practice. The fundamental driving force of the aesthetic activity is aesthetic needs. Aesthetic
activities aim at the pursuit of the aesthetic realm. This course strive to help students to form
correct aesthetic, to deal with the relationship between the beauty and the true, the good and the
ugly in the course of the pursuit of beauty, to grasp the essence of beauty and to pursuit of the
realm of beauty, to improve students' overall spirit of the qualities, to promote students fully,

freely and healthy development.
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This course is an introduction to intellectual property law concepts, objects, classification and
the role of intellectual property rights system, history and development; Intellectual Property Law:
the copyright and neighboring rights system, patent, trademark right and unfair competition law
system. The study of this course, based on the basic concepts, basic theory and basic system
interpretation, to enable students to master the disciplines of concept and theoretical system, to
establish a reasonable knowledge structure, to know the important status and role of the
knowledge of intellectual property in the market economy, to master a variety of legal
characteristics of intellectual property right, application procedures and the rights and obligations
of the owner of intellectual property ;to understand the protection approaches and methods related
to intellectual property rights and has the certain problem analysis and problem solving ability of

practical operation.
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Through the teaching of the students to grasp the concept of labor law and the object of
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adjustment, labor law, trade union law and trade union in the adjustment of labor relations in the
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status and powers, labor contracts, collective contracts, working hours and rest Labor, dispute

handling and other content, to skilled use of labor law analysis of labor disputes, and be resolved.
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Criminal Jurisprudence introduces the basic theory of crime and penalty. On the basis of the
criminal law of the People's Republic, through the criminal law theory and the practical
application of research and study, to make the students mastering Chinese criminal law and the
provisions of the crime, criminal responsibility and penalty to all kinds of theories, principle and
system, train students to use the theory of criminal law and criminal law according to analysis and

solve practical problems in criminal cases the ability.
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Basic content : For the practical problems of college student employment, public relations
etiquette course is primarily about discussing the problem that college student might meet while
seeking employment. This course includes individual and group etiquette, which are two aspects
of college student job hunting, and other related problems. To be specific, personal etiquette is
about (manner etiquette, appearance etiquette, and instrument etiquette). Group’s etiquette is about
(meeting etiquette, conversation etiquette and dining entertainment etiquette and International
Communication etiquette). The last point of this course is about job etiquette. According to
universal problems of the college students' job hunting, It is important to solve physical
appearance and meeting conversation this kind of etiquette problems so that help students succeed
in their job search.

Teaching goals : By summarizing the etiquette experts’ experience and studying the rules of
etiquette, the educator will combine the theory and case to help students to solve practical
problems in their job search. Thus, students will understand the standing posture, sitting and
walking posture and other related knowledge, acquire women's and men's dress skills to enable
students understand the public relations and social etiquette related background knowledge and

application of knowledge , This will lay a firm foundation for students in the future.
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This course is a general education course in history education. Through reviewing the basic
historical clues, the course analyzes the major historical events from the First World War to the
Second World War, revealing the root causes and essence of the outbreak of World War II. As a
result of the unprecedented scale of the war and great advances in science and technology, World
War 1l saw a lot of new combat modes such as total war, blitzkrieg, amphibious landing warfare,
etc. , thus revealing the victory and defeat of nature as a comprehensive national strength. Back to
the actual strength through the comprehensive national strength to express and achieve. The
course begins with a review of the early stages of the war, in which the Germans blitzed Western
Europe and attacked the Soviet Union and the Japanese attacked Pearl Harbor and invaded
Southeast Asia, focusing on the Battle of Alamann, the Battle of Stalingrad and the Battle of
Midway and the subsequent Battle of Guadalcanal Turning the battle, and finally about the Soviet
10 assaults, the Anglo-Normandy landing and the Pacific Ocean island counterattack until the final
victory of the anti-fascist war, to win peace.

And the demand for talents familiar with international commercial rules
is surging. This course is to introduce the basic rules of international commercial law, training
commercial law consciousness, building of international commercial thinking, cultivating talents

for the future with solid foundation in actual work.
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The Public Relations is a highly practical social science subject which involves Sociology,
Communication, Management, Morality, Psychology and Economics, and summarizes the
experience of business management and market economy. The objective of the Public Relations is
social organizations achieving trust and cooperation from general public through the methods of
public relations communication and spreading. This course contains origin and inheritance of
public relations, mentality and principle of public relations, quality requirements of public
relations officials, appearance requirements of public relations officials, language arts in public
relations, etc. The Public Relations has 24 class hours and 1.5 credits.

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The administrative ethics is a new branch of ethics. The content includes six parts. The first
lecture to speak about the introduction to administrative ethics, includes of the basic concept,
theoretical resources, basic problems, study significance, etc; the second lecture to speak about the
administrative behavior ethics, includes the norms and requirements of the contemporary
administrative personnel on the condition of normative ethics and caring ethics; the third lecture to
speak about the administrative subject ethics , includes the administrative personnel’s virtue
generated and its significance on the condition of virtue ethics; the forth lecture to speak about the
administrative organization ethics, includes the modern administrative ethics system and make a
theoretical reflection from the macroscopic perspectives; the fifth lecture to speak about the

This course adopts
interactive, experiential and infectious teaching methods, advocates that the students should get
involved in the teaching process, and emphasizes sentiment in the experience and growth in
sentiment.

And the demand for talents familiar with international commercial rules
is surging. This course is to introduce the basic rules of international commercial law, training

socialist market economic regime, China needs a large quantity of comprehensive workers
especially those who are familiar with economics and law. The course systematically introduces
the most common problems existing in today’s economic law so as to educate students to meet the
demands of Chinese market economy. The course includes two major parts: basic theories of
economic law and Chinese current economic laws. The most important part—Chinese current
economic laws consist of five aspects: corporate law, financial law (such as the securities law),

real right law, contract law and competitive law.
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Through the teaching of the students to grasp the concept of labor law and the object of

adjustment, labor law, trade union law and trade union in the adjustment of labor relations in the
status and powers, labor contracts, collective contracts, working hours and rest Labor, dispute

handling and other content, to skilled use of labor law analysis of labor disputes, and be resolved.

This course adopts
interactive, experiential and infectious teaching methods, advocates that the students should get
involved in the teaching process, emphasizes sentiment in the experience and growth in sentiment.
It is extremely important for students to improve their adaptability to college life and learn to deal

with various psychological distress from learning, intercourse and life.
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
